Board of Directors’ Meeting

March 9, 2010
Opening

Sue Johnston called the meeting to order at 6:30 p.m. Laura Vlaiduc and Steve Anderson were present, so quorum was established. Property Manager Ina Meyer was also present.

Minutes

Steve moved that the minutes from February 9, 2010 be accepted as written.  Laura made the second, and the motion carried.

Financials

Steve moved that the financial statement from February 2010 be accepted. There was a second, and the vote to approve was unanimous. Delinquency reports were reviewed. The HOA received a check for $2,280.00 to bring current the delinquent account for 15392 E. 7th Avenue.

Homeowner Forum

Owners at 15576 E. 7th Avenue requested waivers of new and reinstated fines stemming from multiple violations of the Basketball Hoops Guideline. They felt they were in compliance by moving their hoops stand into their side yard when it was not being used. The Board maintained that if the stand and its net are visible from the street, then the guideline was not being met. It was noted that the Board had previously waived the fine for their second violation, with stipulations. 

Management Report

Ina Meyer presented the management report. Several topics were covered

Old Business

The upcoming newsletter was discussed. Mention will be made of a neighborhood garage sale and the end of the fall/winter moratorium on landscaping violation fines.

New Business

Laura moved that we renew our current contract with Marcan Landscaping Services Specialists for common area maintenance. Following a second the motion carried. Ina will obtain a proposal from Marcan to mulch the tree rings, as well as a separate bid to enlarge and mulch the beds in the common area south of E. 7th Place.

Steve moved that the Board ratify its previous decision to file a counter claim to the suit filed by the absentee owners of 15659 E. 7th Circle. After a second the motion carried by a unanimous vote.

Discussion

A motion was made to waive the fine incurred by homeowners who spoke at the Homeowner’s Forum. The motion failed for lack of a second. Notice will be sent to homeowner that their request was denied, and that fines and late fees are therefore still owed.

Landscaping and violation log was reviewed and discussed.

Design Review Committee

The DRC had approved six new and/or revised Guidelines for Air Conditioning or Heating Equipment, Evaporative Coolers, Rooftop Equipment, Solar Energy Devices, Solar Shades, and Wind Turbines, Wind-Electric Generators. Steve moved that these Guidelines be adopted by the Board. No second was required, and the motion carried unanimously.
