BOARD OF DIRECTORS MEETING

MINUTES

March 11, 2008
1. The meeting was called to order at 6:50 P.M. by Vice President, Steve Anderson.  Board Members in attendance were:  Steve Anderson, Sue Johnston and Carolyn Boulette.  Also in attendance was Ina Meyer of Western States Property Management.  
2. Quorum was established.  
3. HOMEOWNERS FORUM:  No homeowners were in attendance.  

4. BOARD MEETING MINUTES:  There were no additions or corrections to the February 12, 2008 minutes which were accepted as presented.
5. FINANCIAL STATEMENTS/DELINQUENCY REPORT:  

· Financial Reports – Sue Johnston moved to accept the February 2008 Financial Report, and seconded by Steve Anderson.  Upon vote, the February Financial Report was unanimously approved.

· Delinquency Report was reviewed.  It was verified that a lien is in place for 15579 E. 7th Circle (O’Rourke).
6. MANAGEMENT REPORT:   Ina Meyer presented the management report.     15607 7th Circle was sent a violation notice in error with regard to the upstairs window not being in compliance with community standards.  The window was originally installed by the builder, not by the Owner.   The screens remain a violation.
7. OLD BUSINESS:
a. Backyard Landscape – May 15, 2008 was re-established for the deadline for backyard landscapes to be completed.  Ina will send reminders to those still with incomplete landscaping in their backyard.
b. Board Vacancies – Carolyn Boulette has advised the board she does not intend to run for re-election.  This will result in three vacancies on the Board. 
c. Newsletter – Topics for the next newsletter were discussed.  In addition to HOA topics, the newsletter will contain the HOA Board calendar and SB05-100 compliance information.


d. Other – Photos of the Quest trickle channel were shown to indicate the extent of cleaning to be done by Marcan.
8. NEW BUSINESS:  

a. Insurance Renewal – A discussion of historical premiums was conducted.  In 2006 the premium for insurance was $1,995; in 2007 $2,021 and in 2008 the premium will be $2,099.  Sue Johnston moved that we renew the contract for Peliton Insurance.  This was seconded by Steve Anderson and upon vote, passed unanimously.
b. Other – 
· A 6-month extension has been filed for HOA income tax  
· Information was presented regarding an Airport Convention Center at 6th and Buckley.  The Board does not take a position with regard to this construction
9. DRC DISCUSSION:  Merrie Jones has notified the DRC of her resignation.  The need for an address change to reflect the new address for Western States on the Modification Request form was discussed.
10. VIOLATION LOGS/CORRESPONDENCE:  The violation log was discussed.
