Board of Directors Meeting Minutes

February 10, 2009

Call to Order

Meeting was called to order at 6:30 pm by President Sue Johnston.

Quorum

With Steve Anderson and Laura Vlaiduc present, quorum was established.  Property manager Ina Meyer was also present.

Homeowners Forum


A hearing was convened as requested by Mr. Girmai Gebrehiwet, homeowner at 15576 E. 7th Avenue. The owner was given a copy of the hearing procedure. Mr. Gebrehiwet protested a $25 fine incurred for a second violation notice for broken and/or missing spindles on his front porch.   He explained that he had not previously had time to make permanent repairs due to family matters, but that the porch repairs are now complete.  The Board was invited to inspect the repair and asked to waive the fine. The Board was thanked for their consideration of the request.  The hearing adjourned at 6:40 pm. Mr.Gebrehiwet was invited to stay for the remainder of the meeting, but he declined.

Minutes

The minutes from Board Meeting of January 13, 2009 were presented.  A correction was noted on the last page under “Discussion.”  The Tax and/or Audit services were for 2008, not 2009. Steve moved to accept the minutes as corrected.  It was seconded by Laura and unanimously approved.

Financial Statements

· Steve moved to accept financial statement of January 31, 2009 as presented.  It was seconded by Laura and unanimously approved.

· Steve moved to transfer $5,000 from the operating account to reimburse the reserve account, thereby negating a previous loan balance.  Motion seconded by Laura and unanimously approved. 

· The delinquency report for January 2009 was reviewed. 

Management Report

The February management report was reviewed and discussed.

Old Business

· Steve moved to accept the December 31, 2007 audit by James Moore & Associated, CPAs.  Laura seconded the motion and it passed unanimously.

· The drip pan/drainage structure problem at 15509 E. 7th Circle is ongoing.  Tim Pitts from the City of Aurora has made suggestions for proper repair and obtaining a permit. Bids from cement contractor(s) need to be solicited.

· The perimeter fence repair behind the Enriquez home, 15332 E. 7th Avenue, does not meet community standards.  The homeowner did not make the repair. Small business owners behind the repair will be contacted to see if this mystery can be solved. Fence repair behind the Plaza has been an ongoing problem for the HOA. It was suggested that the installation of balusters along the south side of the perimeter fence behind the Plaza should help to prevent future fence damage. Sue will get try to get the name and contact number of the owner of Highline Plaza.

· After reviewing Mr. Gebrehiwet's request, Laura moved to waive his $25 fine. The motion died due to lack of a second.

New Business

Steve moved to accept JM Accounting proposal to prepare the HOA's 2008 taxes for $325.  Laura seconded the motion, and it was approved.

Discussion

· Because there were no Modification Requests submitted, the Design Review Committee did not meet in January or February.

· The Board decided upon wording for the introduction on the HOA web site home page and the documents that will be included.

Correspondence

The Board reviewed and discussed letters from Travelers Insurance and from homeowners.

Adjournment

The meeting adjourned at 8:30 pm.  The next meeting will be on March 10, 2009.
