Call to Order

Sue Johnston called the meeting to order in the Fletcher Room of the Aurora Municipal Center at 6:30 p.m. Board member Steve Anderson; Ina Meyer, property manager; and homeowner Laura Vlaiduc were also present.

Community Forum

Owner Laura Vlaiduc shared her personal opinions about fair hiring practices and the HOA. She also offered to once again coordinate a community-wide, spring garage sale.

Minutes

There were no additions or corrections to the February 8, 2011 minutes, which were accepted as presented.

Financial Statements

The February 28, 2011 Financial Statements were reviewed and accepted as presented. The February 25, 2011 Delinquency Report was discussed.

Management Report

The Management Report submitted by Ina Meyer was reviewed.

Old Business

No progress has been made in filling the vacancies on the Board.

Steve will make arrangements for two “Guard Shacks” (back flow cages) to be installed by Smitty’s Sprinklers to help protect the above ground, common property fixtures adjacent to 15407 and 15679 E. 7th Circle. The cages will be set in concrete.

Ina will follow up with concrete vendor in regards to the repair and/or replacement necessary to correct the water flow issues with the community’s cement drainage pan located between 15332 and 15362 E. 7th Avenue.

New Business

Selection of contractor(s) for the 2011 – 2012 landscaping maintenance and snow removal responsibilities for the community was postponed until additional data is received. References also need to be reviewed.

James Moore & Associates, P.C. completed the 2010 income tax returns for the Association. No taxes were assessed for the past year.

The proposal received from James Moore & Associates, P.C. to conduct an audit of the 2011 balance sheet and related statements, and to prepare the taxes for 2011 was accepted by the Board. The fee will be $2150.

The Board accepted the revised Guideline for roof shingles as follows. The Guideline was drafted and previously approved by the Design Review Committee. 

ROOF SHINGLES (Replacement)

1. Submission of a Modification Request form is required for all roof shingle replacement and must include:

a. Name of shingle manufacturer and color

b. Name, address and phone number of company installing roof

c. Expected date roof will be installed

2. Replacement roof shingles must be asphalt based, must be of a manufactured design commonly known as “dimensional” and have a minimum 30-year warranty.
3. The pre-approved colors are as follows:

a. GAF/ELK Timberline: Charcoal (black), Weathered Wood (gray/beige), and Slate (gray)

b. Owens Corning: Onyx Black, Driftwood (gray/beige), and Estate Gray

4. The DRC must first approve all other roofing material before installation.
Discussion

Design Review Committee minutes from the March 4, 2011 meeting were distributed. The next meeting is scheduled for April 1, 2011.

The health of the trees located in the Tree Lawn throughout the community is questionable and remains a concern.

Correspondence and Violation Logs

Homeowner Correspondence was reviewed. The March 1, 2011 Violation Log was discussed.
