BOARD OF DIRECTORS MEETING

April 12, 2011
Call to Order

Sue Johnston called the meeting to order in the Fletcher Room of the Aurora Municipal Center at 6:35 p.m. Board member Steve Anderson and property manager Ina Meyer were also present.

Minutes

There were no additions or corrections to the March 8, 2011 minutes, which were accepted as presented.

Financial Statements

The March 31, 2011 Financial Statements were reviewed and accepted as presented. The March 30, 2011 Delinquency Report was discussed.

Management Report

Ina’s April 2011 Management Report was reviewed.

Old Business

No progress has been made in filling the Board of Directors vacancies.

Steve was instrumental in facilitating the installation of two “Guard Shacks” (back flow cages) maintained by the HOA. These improvements should help protect these vulnerable fixtures and they certainly provide a visual improvement to our community!

The agreement made by the Board on April 5, 2011 to engage BladeScape Property Services to perform landscape maintenance for 2011-2012 was ratified.

The renewal of Commercial Property & General Liability, Directors and Officers Liability, and Fidelity Bond Insurance was approved. It was noted that the D & O policy deductible is now $5,000.

Ina has contacted the cement contractor in regards to the repair and/or replacement of the drainage pan located between 15332 and 15362 E. 7th Avenue. A proposal was delayed due to a delay in contacting an adjacent property owner. The bid should now be ready by the May meeting.

New Business

Due to scheduling conflicts, it was determined that no Board meeting would be held in July 2011.

The Board agreed to monthly Automatic Check payments to Western States Property Management to avoid late payment for contracted services.

Ina will contact BladeScape to solicit a bid for replacing the dead tree in the Chambers Road Common Area (near the community sign.) She will also pursue a snow removal proposal.

Discussion

The next meeting for the Design Review Committee is scheduled for May 13, 2011.

Homeowners will be notified of the need to replace unsightly windows with broken seals. Violation warnings for discolored windows will follow 30 days after community notification.

Correspondence and Violation Logs

Homeowner correspondence was reviewed. The current Violation Log was discussed.
