BOARD MEETING MINUTES

April 14, 2009

Call to Order

President Sue Johnston called the meeting to order at 6:30 p.m. Laura Vlaiduc and Steve Anderson were present, so quorum was established. Ina Meyer, our property manager from Western States Property Services, was also present.

Homeowners Forum

No additional homeowners attended the presentation by guest speaker Joyce Zounis, representative for America on the Move. She explained the goal of this Denver-based non-profit initiative, made suggestions on starting a neighborhood walking group, and gave away free pedometers!

Minutes

Steve moved to accept the minutes from the March 10, 2009 meeting. Laura seconded the motion and it carried unanimously.

Financial Statements

Steve moved to accept both the February and March financial statements as written.  Laura seconded the motion and it carried unanimously. It was noted that the check written for the water bill should be made payable to “City of Aurora,” not “Aurora Water.”  

Management Report

15392 E. 7th Avenue ~ Assessments are in arrears, but the property is abandoned. Steve moved that we cease additional attempts to recover this bad debt if the owner is not located and served by April 20, thereby incurring no further legal fees. Laura seconded the motion and it passed unanimously.

15407 E. 7th Circle ~ Ina will send a letter to the owners to inform them that recent correspondence, which was mailed to their legally designated representative, was returned to Western States Property Services marked “undeliverable as addressed” by the post office. Owner will be requested to inform HOA of new address for designee.

Old Business

Tax Preparation ~ It was moved by Steve to accept the contract from James Moore and Associates to prepare our 2009 tax forms for $325, excluding the audit option. Laura seconded the motion, which then carried.

Garage Sale ~ Laura will plan the first annual Highline Court Garage Sale, to be held June 26th and 27th. Steve moved that Laura be reimbursed for expenses related to the sale, not to exceed $100. Sue seconded the motion and it carried unanimously.

Perimeter Fence ~ The previous repair, paid for by the shopping center’s owner, was sub-standard. Now the fence has been re-damaged. Sue will contact the owner about fixing this most recent damage. Hopefully, they will also discuss a possible permanent solution to the problem of vehicles being driven into the fence. Ina will find out if our insurance company covers the cost of repair. Balusters might provide a permanent solution to this ongoing problem.

New Business

Laura moved that Steve would be responsible for accepting the contract from MARCAN Landscaping to add a zone to water the northeast common area tree lawn at a cost not to exceed $315. Steve seconded the motion and it carried unanimously.

Steve moved that we accept the contract for $610 from DAVEY to fertilize and treat the 26 association-owned trees.  Laura seconded the motion and it carried unanimously. 

Ina will request a bid from DAVEY for providing 12-14 tree circles to protect HOA trees and also for two trees that need to be replaced.

Discussion

Rules are needed for basketball hoops and their storage. A draft proposal will be presented at the next meeting. Factors to consider include: fixed mounted hoops vs. portable; prefabricated backboards vs. homemade painted backboards; sidewalk and street use vs. driveway use; and front side-yard or back side-yard vs. garage storage
