April 8, 2008

1. The meeting was called to order at 6:50 P.M. by Vice President, Steve Anderson.  Board Members in attendance were:  Steve Anderson, Sue Johnston and Carolyn Boulette.  Also in attendance was Ina Meyer of Western States Property Management.  

2. HOMEOWNERS FORUM:  No homeowners were in attendance.

b. MANAGEMENT REPORT:   Ina Meyer presented the management report.     The backyard landscape letters will be mailed by 3/31/08.

5. OLD BUSINESS:
a. Backyard Landscape – new owners (Rachael Musenero) for old Baray property has requested a 4 to 2 month extension to complete the yard at 15608 E. 7th Circle.  This request will be directed to the DRC for consideration.  

b. Guthrie Issues – yard looks good after removal of pedestal; new pedestal has been repositioned outside the fence.  It was moved by Sue Johnston and seconded by Steve Anderson to transfer $3011 from the reserves to the operating account to cover the cost of relocating the utility pedestal to the NE common area.  Motion carried.

c. Other – (a) Sue Johnston mentioned that Marcan did not satisfactorily complete redressing the replacement tree area in the NE common area when they planted the new tree.  Ina Meyer will inform Marcan of the need to complete the job. (b)  Steve Anderson expressed his satisfaction with the recent Newsletter.

e. Annual Meeting, May 13, 2008 – The annual meeting was discussed with comment made that the HOA currently only has two candidates on the ballot for election – Sue Johnston and Steve Anderson.
