Board of Directors Meeting

June 8, 2010

Opening

President Sue Johnson called the meeting to order at 6:30.  Present were Steve Anderson, Laura Vlaiduc, and property manager Ina Meyer.  Quorum was established.

Homeowners Forum

Hearing held as requested for homeowners Jackie Simmons and Anwar Alshakhs from 15395 E. 7th Circle. Fines and late fees incurred for numerous landscaping violations were discussed. 

Homeowner Mitch Bradbury from 15647 E. 7th Avenue also attended.  He asked questions about the Design Review Committee and was invited to share ideas concerned with “updating” the appearance of homes and yards in the community at the next Board meeting.

Minutes

It was moved by Laura to accept as presented the minutes from the April 13, 2010 and the May 11, 2010 meetings.  The motion was seconded and approved.

Financials

Steve postponed consideration of the April 2010 and May 2010 financial statements until July’s meeting. 

Delinquencies reviewed and discussed.

Management Report

Ina Meyer presented the management report.  It included updates on several ongoing issues as well as new banking information.

Old Business

Moved by Steve to reimburse Laura $12.60, the amount spent on the annual neighborhood garage sale not covered by homeowner contributions.  Sue seconded the motion, and it passed.  Due to a conflict of interest, Laura abstained from voting.

No new information or communication from the City of Aurora regarding the southwest perimeter fence issues.

New Business

Sue moved that the HOA would waive the $70 currently assessed for late fees if owners of 15395 E. 7th Circle pay accrued violation fines of $375 and remove the second dead "juniper" tree from backyard by July 1, 2010. Owners must also replace the two missing "juniper" trees by October 1, 2010. Failure to meet any one of these conditions will result in owner account being sent to our legal representative for compliance and collection. Following a second the motion carried.

Laura moved to ratify the Board’s decision made by electronic means June 2-4, 2010 regarding the approval of an agreement between the prospective owners of 15392 E. 7th Avenue and the HOA. The document, drafted by our attorney, is to be signed at the time of closing and addresses issues regarding the radon structure installed by the current owner.  There was a second, and the motion carried.

Motion by Steve that the Board ratify its decision to reimburse Sue Johnston $44, the amount spent on postage for a newsletter.  Seconded by Laura; motion carried.  Due to a conflict of interest, Sue abstained from voting.

Discussion

Steve moved to allow homeowners at 15433 E. 7th Avenue an extension (until October 1, 2010) to replace downed pine tree with a similar, 3” caliper tree.  Sue seconded the motion, and it passed. Due to a conflict of interest, Laura did not vote.

By consensus, it was decided that the HOA would cite homeowners for tree stakes remaining in tree lawns and front yards.  The majority of these tree stakes are original to the development, and homeowners were asked two years ago to remove them.  Violation notices will commence immediately

Correspondence was read.  Violations were reviewed and discussed.

Meeting adjourned at 8:00 pm.
