BOARD OF DIRECTORS MEETING

MINUTES

1. JULY 8, 2008
2. CALL TO ORDER: Sue Johnston, President, called the meeting to order at 6:48 p.m. Additional Board members in attendance included Steve Anderson and Laura Vlaiduc. Two vacancies remain on the Board. Also in attendance were Property Manager Ina Meyer; attorney Debra Oppenheimer, HindmanSanchez; homeowner Soai Thach, 15407 E. 7th Circle; and Veronica Vlaiduc, guest.

3. EXECUTIVE SESSION: Steve moved the Board adjourn into Executive Session for consultation with legal counsel concerning a dispute that is the subject of imminent court proceedings that is privileged and/or confidential between attorney and client. Laura seconded the motion, which carried. The meeting adjourned into Executive Session.

4. OVERVIEW OF NEW STATE LAWS: Following the Executive Session, Debra Oppenheimer distributed copies of HB 08-1270 (Energy Efficiency) and SB 08-1135 (Alternative Dispute Resolution). She distributed copies of the new laws, summarized their content and answered questions.

5. HOMEOWNER FORUM: Soai Thach, 15407 E. 7th Circle addressed the Board in an effort to clarify the barriers that have blocked the owner’s compliance with rules violations in the community. The Board was unable to discuss the pending court case but encouraged the owner to continue efforts to care for the exterior of her home and yard.

6. MINUTES: Steve moved the approval of the June 10, 2008 minutes as presented. Laura seconded the motion, which carried.

7. FINANCIAL STATEMENTS: The June 30, 2008 Financial Report was accepted as presented with a vote on a motion from Steve and a second from Laura. The June Delinquency Report was reviewed.

8. MANAGEMENT REPORT: The July Report was reviewed.

9. OLD BUSINESS
A. BACKYARD UPDATE: Unless a motion for action is in order, backyard landscaping completion issues will only be included in future Violation Logs.

B. PERIMETER FENCE DAMAGE: The city code officer has informed the HOA that the owner of Highline Plaza will repair the fence behind 15392 E. 7th Avenue. Steve will check the fence to verify that the damage to the perimeter fence has been fully repaired.
C. 15407 E. 7TH CIRCLE (Thach/Phan): Steve moved the ratification of the Board’s decision to add current legal expenses to the Proposed Agreement with owner. Laura seconded the motion, which carried.

D. 15394 E. 7TH CIRCLE (Luzier): Ina will send a letter to owner to once again request DRC Modification Request compliance for recent exterior painting of home.

10. NEW BUSINESS

A. DRIP PAN (15509 E. 7th Circle – Christian/Turner): The drip pan adjoining the city drainage structure in the backyard of this residence is sinking. Ina will contact a company to see if mud jacking might eliminate the problem. If so, a bid will be requested.

B. STATE LAW REVISIONS: HB 08-1270 requires the removal of restrictions on the use of energy efficiency measures in the community. New guidelines/rules will need to be written and reviewed by the Design Review Committee. HOA policies will also need review with an eye to revision to define who impartial decision makers are (for dispute resolution) and any other needed changes to incorporate SB 08-1135 into HOA governing documents.

C. COA City Code Revision: Sue will contact city to identify how new revisions in Xeriscape codes might affect our community.

11. DISCUSSION

A. DRC MINUTES: The minutes from March and April were reviewed.

12. CORRESPONDANCE AND VIOLATIONS: Correspondence received by the HOA and current Violation Logs were reviewed.
