1.  15407 E. 7th Circle (Thach/Phan) stipulation agreement has been filed with the court. The HOA deposited $1,469.59 per the agreement on July 24, 2008.  The back and side-yard inspection will be done by Steve and Laura to verify completion.

2.  By consensus, the Board agreed to repair damaged perimeter fencing at 15332 E. 7th Avenue and 15392 E. 7th Avenue, at a cost not to exceed $400.

3.  Still need a proposal from the mud jacking company for work at 15509 E. 7th Circle.  (Issue postponed until September meeting.)

4.  Discussed new energy efficiency measures covered under HB 08-1270, and how they might impact our current HOA guidelines.

Discussion

1.  The Design Review Committee minutes for June 27 and July 25, 2008 were reviewed.

2.  Discussed budgeting for 2009. There will very likely be an increase in the homeowner assessment.  Issue will be on the September meeting agenda when Ina and Steve will present the proposed budget for 2009.
3. 15679 E. 7th Circle (Quest) – Steve and Sue will “inspect” the completed cement project in the backyard.

4.  It was noted that exterior painting at 15325 E. 7th E. 7th Circle might have taken place without a modification request.
