The guideline regarding clothes lines has been rewritten.  The following version, drafted by the Design Review Committee and revised by the Board of Directors, has been unanimously approved and adopted on 9/10/08.
Adopted Guideline Text:

Clotheslines
Design Review Committee approval is not required for temporary, retractable clotheslines used as an energy efficiency measure to reduce the amount of energy derived from fossil fuels consumed by a residence.  A retractable clothesline is one, which can be, and is in fact, taken down after each use.  The device may be pole-mounted in the rear area of a private yard below the fence line and shall not be visible from any street except E/ 7th Place and/or Chambers Road.  The retractable clothes line may NOT be placed in any front yard.  No other clothes lines are permitted on any lot.
